 Molin Concrete Products is currently installing product on the new St. 
Cloud project: 300 West, 5th Avenue Live! This project joins a host of other proj-
ects that is revitalizing St. Cloud’s downtown area. 5th Avenue Live! will feature 
18,000 SF of Retail/Restaurant space and 12,000 SF of a University Welcome 

Center.  
       The Molin Concrete design team worked 

in conjunction with the Architect and Engineer 
to meet the unique requirements of under-
ground and grade level parking.  The project 
required numerous brick ledge and canopy at-
tachments to the perimeter beams, which re-
quired additional coordination. Furthermore, 
wind shear was transferred to the hollow core 
plank, which provided the design team with 
additional challenges. Throughout the project, the design team was able 
to address these issues ensuring that the project went ahead smoothly.

      In the field, Molin’s field operations were able to meet the tight 
delivery schedule the project required. The delivery sequence was 
adapted to meet the daily changes in construction conditions.  An ad-
ditional challenge was that Molin's crane has had to work within the 
confinements (sometimes right below) of a tower crane that has been 
on the job since the beginning. In order to assist with the speed of 
the overall construction schedule, a second crane was recently add-
ed.  In total, Molin will deliver 433 loads of precast to the project.
